For older children who need to learn to mind their p's
and q's, Image Flair conducts social grace and etiquette
programmes for those aged 5 to 12 years old.

"At this impressionable age, children are eager to learn,” states Eunice.
"Training children is very different from training adults,” she says, "and
interactive teaching methods work best for children aged 5 to 12."

The courses conducted at Image Flair include a focus on making proper
introductions, meeting and greeting manners (shaking hands, maintaining
eye contact and smiling), table manners, telephone etiquette, and etiquette
in public places, the art of conversation and how to write a proper thank
you note.

Eunice shares tips on how to get your child to behave in different social
settings:

Public places

* Never groom yourself in public. This is a type of rude behaviour that is not
only completely unsanitary, but it also looks terrible to onlookers.

* The "big three" that should never be picked in public: nose, ears and
teeth. These habits, while obvious to many, are sadly not cbvious to every-
one.

* Do not sit or run on escalators. Escalators are for walking or standing.
There may be elderly people on an escalator who may be shocked by a
running person. It is alsa dangerous to sit on an escalator.

Dining Places

e Do not fiddle with crockery, utensils, straws, table settings or condiments
as fingerprints and finger marks spread germs

* Stay at the table until everyone has placed their arders

® Clear your belongings (colouring book etc.)
when food is served. This makes space for
others to enjoy their dining experience.

Teaching a child social graces to become a
successful adult isn't always easy, says Eunice.

But at Image Flair, chilclren will get to |learn diverse
social skills from basic ones like how to greet
someone and proper sitting postures, to more
unconventional skills such as learning how to
handlle harassing phone calls and aealing

with strangers.

Eunice is currently developing a plan to bring
these sessions to nurseries, kindergartens and
primary schools. There is also a plan in the works

to extend them to less fortunate children in welfare
homes as part of her social obligations. She
believes that good social graces and responsible
behaviour are attainable and sustainable: “Through
Image Flair, | hope to do my bit towards making
Singapore an even more gracious, friendly and
heartwarming nation.”

For her, the most satisfying thing about
teaching children etiquette is the sheer energy
and enthusiasm they bring to the class, "Children
are absolutely excited and positive about new
learning experiences.

"And at the end of the session, when the little
ladies and gentlemen are able to interact confidently
and gracetully, my day is made,” she says.
